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Iran university offers scholarships to US students expelled over Gaza war protests
May 2, 2024 the-express.com reported: “One of Iran's most prestigious universities is offering scholarships to
US students who have been expelled for taking part in pro-Palestinian protests.

Mohammad Moazzeni, head of Shiraz University in Fars, made the offer to students demonstrating against
Israel's actions in its war against Hamas in Gaza, Iranian state-owned outlet Press TV reports.

"Students and even professors who have been expelled or threatened with expulsion can continue their studies
at Shiraz University and I think that other universities in Shiraz as well as Fars Province are also prepared [to
provide the conditions]," he said, according to the outlet.

US students have been facing arrest or dismissal from their colleges over their actions in support of a ceasefire
in Gaza, with many students also calling for their universities to divestment from companies that are
supporting Israel.

"From these ghettos from which the Zionists came, I say Allah have mercy on all the Palestinians and our
martyrs. Free Palestine," he exclaimed. As the man spanned the camera along the site of the camp, zooming in
on the tombstones and monuments in memory of the lives lost, he continued, "God-willing, we will be free
from you [Jews], and you will all return to the concentration camps. Or to your countries. Any other place, as
long as you leave our place because this is our land.

"You belong here [Auschwitz]. This is your place of origin. You left these camps and ghettos. Long live
Palestine," he concluded...”

US and EU eye North Korea-Iran military cooperation

say they are keeping their eyes on Pyongyang and Tehran for any possible
military cooperation between the two as Iran confirms a North Korean
delegation’s visit to the country.

The U.S. ‘will use all available tools, including interdiction and sanctions, to
address such activities,” a State Department spokesperson said in an email to
VOA'’s Korean Service on Friday.
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An EU spokesperson on the same day told VOA Korean that it is also ‘following

closely Iran-DPRK relations and their potential cooperation that could indeed be concerning on certain issues
if it violates existing U.N. sanctions.’

North Korea’s official name is the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea. Pyongyang announced through its
state-run KCNA that it sent a delegation led by its External Economic Relations Minister Yun Jong Ho to Iran
on April 23.

Iranian Foreign Ministry spokesperson Nasser Kanaani said on Monday that a North Korean delegation
visited Tehran last week to discuss bilateral trade, according to Reuters...”

Hamas fires more than 20 rockets from Lebanon at northern Israel
